RULES OF THE COMPETITION

1.  Awards are con� ned to those young people who 
are aged between 13 and 21 years of age.
   (except outstanding contribution to young 
people award).

2.   Permanent residence of the young person must 
be within the County Louth Garda.

3.   Awards are con� ned to individuals and groups of 
two or more young people.

4. Judge’s decision is � nal.

5.   Any member of the public including Garda may 
nominate anyone whom they feel deserve an 
award.

6.   Nominations may come from family members or 
relatives.

7.   The judging Panel will decide upon nominees to 
go forward to represent the division at the
National Garda Youth Awards.
